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OUR SILVER THREADS MEMOIRS - ROSEMARY HOLMES-SMITH

Rosemary was born in Somerset, England, on Audyst®0, and as a baby of 4 months she was
with her mother on her way out by ship to join faher in India who was a stockbroker in Bombay.
She spent the first eight years of her life in éndhd can remember odd snippets of her life anelstim
with some clarity: being chased by a cobra; entartg her little friends on board ship by standing

on the grand piano and singing “ I'm for ever BlagiBubbles”; the Gandhi Riots in Bombay when
hundreds of native people lay down on the roadwasfop the traffic; being run away with while
riding her first pony who completed two circuitstbé race track before she could pull him up; and
dancing with the dog - a consenting Dalmatian!

Her schooling, in England, was an unhappy onewsdré to six different private boarding schools
while her parents went out to India again, leasnegbehind to stay with aunts and uncles. The damp
English climate caused her to be sick a lot oftitime, a fact which led to her being kept in bed and
separated from the other school children.

Eventually, Rosemary got her school certificate @wad able to go out to Austria as her mother had
promised her, and this is where she ended up isuhemer of 1937. Her purpose here was to learn to
cook and to housekeep, European style, but shedwmu staying with a very strongly anti-Nazi fam-
ily, a fact which didn’t go unnoticed by the newr@an authorities.

Alas, war was in the offing. Austria was under @&rman jackboot by 1938, and Czechoslovakia by
early 1939. In late August, 1939, the British Cdnswienna recommended a rapid evacuation, and
Rosemary found herself on a very crowded train ngakis slow way out of Austria, into Germany,
and then on to the Belgian Border. At Aachen, dfter sleepless nights, the German authorities
cleared the train and ‘processed’ all the passengdrich meant checking passports and other docu-
ments. For some reason Rosemary’s passport waspmrte side, and she was told to wait. After an
hour or so, she saw the train begin to pull ouhefstation and, in a moment of panic, she grabbed
her documents from the official’s desk and ranifoeager hands helped her back onto the train,
warning shots were fired, but she was now safehaading for the Channel Coast.

The stress of all this brought on a serious attd@sthma, a disease she has been fighting all her
adult life, so her wartime occupations were mosihal not military. She had spells in the Land
Army, nursing (with absolutely no training), but imig being in charge of a lumber yard and sorting
B.C. fir and spruce!

Post war, she was farming in Shropshire and thsswigere she met her husband David. Farming is a
good life, but there is no money in it and so teecourse for B.C. on board ship via the Panama
Canal arriving in Vancouver in September 1956.

In short, he became a school teacher and she therdthnd to whatever looked exciting; She had a
natural talent for organization and, over the ygfansnd herself running a small art gallery on West
Broadway in Vancouver, later she ran the Penti@ommer School of the Arts, and later still ran the
Adult Education Branch of the Okanagan Collegetlioee small towns in the south end of the valley.
She and her husband raised a family of three @nldwo boys and a girl, all of whom have been
successful in life: one, a rider on the Canadigyn@ic Team, another, an international dinghy
sailor, and the third, a business manager in Sa@néario.
